1) More concerned about the outer appearances than inner purity.    (vs. 37-41)

2) More concerned with keeping rules than loving God & people.         (vs. 42)

2) More concerned about the praise of people than pleasing God.          (vs. 43)

3) More concerned with public reputation than personal character.        (vs. 44)

4) End up burdening believers instead of building them up in love.       (vs. 46)

3) End up memorializing God’s servants instead of obeying them. (vs. 47-51)

6) End up hindering people from entering & enjoying the Kingdom.     (vs. 52)

7) End up resisting the Lord’s instead of responding to correction.   (vs. 53-54)
